
COSTUME POLICY
Any item, activity or costume that presents the possibility of injury, damage, and/or disruption of a positive experience to the 
guests of the Seminole Hard Rock Hotel & Casino/Hard Rock Live or deemed to be inappropriate and/or offensive will be 
prohibited.

A costume constitutes all parts of the outfit worn or carried. A costume also includes all accessories, props, and items with 
the person or group of persons. In other words, if it is with you at anytime then it is apart of the costume.

The wearing of a mask and/or theatrical makeup that that disguises, conceals, or hides the identity and/or gender of a guest 
is prohibited.

Carrying or displaying weapons or weapon replicas of any sort is prohibited by the Seminole Hard Rock Hotel & Casino/
Hard Rock Live. 

Good taste must be used in creation and presentation of costumes and talent. Gore, graphic violence, nudity, or other 
objectionable elements may be grounds for removal from the premises of the Seminole Hard Rock Hotel & Casino/Hard 
Rock Live.

Guests must be mindful of the size and/or the turning radius of costumes/props. 

No sharp objects on costumes and/or costume props. 

Guests with messy or sticky costumes or items will be asked to change or remove items. 

No profanity and/or potential religiously or politically offensive iconography can be displayed on the costume. Guests are 
requested to wear their costume with tact and discretion. 

No realistic-looking state or federal law enforcement uniforms. 

Those who abuse this policy will be subject to removal from premises of the Seminole Hard Rock Hotel & Casino/Hard Rock 
Live.
